DISCUSS AND CONSIDER FINAL APPROVAL TO STAR CROSSING SUBDIVISION

SERVICES INC. FOR POST ADJUDICATED SERVICES

The proposed contract between Medina County and the Texas Adjudicated Placement Services, Inc. in
Carrizo Springs is for securing a juvenile post adjudicated facility for both males and females, if the
need should arise. The contract is for one (1) year and can be terminated by either party with twenty-
four (24) hours notice. The fee for services is eighty-eight dollars ($88.00) per day per male and ninety-
four dollars ($94.00) per day per female juvenile. Charges will begin to accrue regardless of the day
and hour admitted, and will include the day released. (See attachment)
